The recipient of the College of Science and Mathematics Distinguished Service Award will be chosen by the College Faculty Assistance Committee. The recipient will be given an honorarium of $1,000 and be recognized at a college meeting in the spring.  

Candidate Requirements and Procedures

Criteria:

1. Candidate has demonstrated a depth and breadth of outstanding service to her/his field at the local, regional and/or national level.

2. Candidate has taken on a variety of roles and responsibilities including leadership positions at these different levels.

Eligibility:

1. Currently teaches undergraduates and/or graduate students.

2. Currently has full-time (non-retired or non-emeritus) status.

3. Has completed at least five years of service at JMU at the rank of assistant professor or above.

4. Has never received the College Distinguished Service Award.

Nominations may be made by individuals, colleagues, or the department head. Nominees should submit a dossier that consists of:

1. The service portion of current vitae

2. A maximum of three letters of recommendation highlighting the candidate’s breadth and depth of professional-related experience. One of the letters should be from someone off campus who can attest to the distinguished service of the nominee.

3. Additional supporting evidence as the recipient wishes.

There are no special forms for the nomination.

Submit the original and 6 copies of the nominations to the Dean’s Office, College of Science and Mathematics, MSC 4114, ISAT 353, by November 1, 2009.
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
